Palmyra has got up at various levels in the Seleucid
period being gained independence and reached the
peak of its greatness in the first century AD with
control of the most historic Syria since independence
has been recognized by Rome and then the Roman
Emperor Hadrian has visited it and he had been
received a rapturous welcome that surprised him so
.he gave the title of «free city» for Palmyra

In the era of Syrian emperor, who ruled Rome,
Septimus Severus, and his wise wife Julia Dumna
the daughter of sun priest in Homs. The Syrian
Emperor Caracalla son of Julia Domna known

for his love for Syria and that the transfer of the
Syrian cults to Rome and set up statues of the
Syrian leader Hannibal in the streets of Rome. He
granted palmyra and its people the rights of Rome
citizens such as the absolute right of monarchy and
complete freedom in the political administration
and the right of exemption from taxes. In the era
of king othaina who took the title of King of Kings
has sought to full independence from Rome, but
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were able to kill him by a trick and then his son
Septimus Hiran became the king but he died after

a short period then succeded by his brother, the
second othaina, who married Zenobia. othaina the
second was a knight daring and bold warrior. The
name of othaina was derived from minimized of ear,
.according to the historian Philip

The Canaanites called him «Adunat» and Adon is
the Syrian God, which means the master. It is similar
to Dmosze the Sumerian and Tammoz or July the
Babylonian. He was the most famous Canaanite god
(Phoenician) and the Greece took naming Adonis

I like that my brothers waseem and my
sister Buthaina comes to visit me because I just want
to see them and I do not love them, but I want to
see them and I want to learn to write and I just want
scarves to put it on my head that’s what she said this
girl was showing ecstasy signs and pleasure the visit
and some simple gifts that they gave her .
